State Incentive Potential Changes
A Vehicle eligibility price cap increase to $55,000 base MSRP for All
Electric Vehicles ($50k for PHEVgllowing for inflation in future years

A PHEVs with less than 20 miles of range phasing out

A Income eligibility increase, up to $150k AGI for married joint filers
A Maximum incentive amounts may increase to $6,000 for New PEV
A Broader eligibility for RYR, up to $5,000

A $500k for business fleet EV purchase incentives up to $2,500 each

A Changes require authorization from Vermont Legislature, effective July
1 or later

A E-bike incentives 8 +$100k funded in FY23 mid-year budget
adjustment, additional funds uncertain

Other Issues

A EV road user charge feesd to launch July 1, 2025; work on public EVSE kWh fees
A Agency of Agriculture EVSE weights and measures program funding

A Energy Efficiency Utility Act 151 extension

A No new funding for EV charging
